The Kentucky Council will focus on the problems of all 
of its members and will operate under the auspices of 
the National Tobacco Council, an organization I have 
the pleasure of serving as president. The National 
Tobacco Council exists to defend our industry from the 
scores of irrational attacks being made on tobacco, 
many of which are scientifically unproven. 

This year these attacks will include efforts to .double 
the federal cigarette excise tax, ban smoking on 
commercial airlines, end all tobacco advertising and 
eliminate the tobacco price support program. 

For us to prevail against these many, serious threats, 
we must work together to make our views known to 
Congress, our State legislators, journalists, business 
associates, friends and neighbors.
